It was intended to unify its diverse
advertising campaigns, offering a direct and universally applicable message that
encourages action regardless of athletic ability.

Just Do it

This message resonates with James 1:22: “Do not merely listen to the word, and so
deceive yourselves. Do what it says.”

We are not only called to be listeners of the Word, but also doers of the Word.
James goes on to use an illustration to show that listening without action is ineffective:
“‘Anyone who listens to the word but does not do what it says is like someone who looks
at his face in a mirror and, after looking at himself, goes away and immediately forgets
what he looks like.”

This illustration is powerful because it reminds us how quickly our memory fades. In
order to retain what we have heard, we need to put it into practice. When we have our
quiet time and study the Bible, we must apply what we learn. When we listen to a sermon
on Sunday, we should not only take notes, but also commit to practicing those truths in
the coming week.

James continues in verse 25: “But whoever looks intently into the perfect law that
gives freedom, and continues in it—not forgetting what they have heard, but doing it—
they will be blessed in what they do.”

We will be blessed as we transition from hearing to doing. As we live out God'’s
Word, we begin to taste its goodness and experience the true freedom it brings to our
lives.
