Spiritual Message

As we grow older, we tend to live day by day in a very practical way. We need
to put food on the table, care for our children, work to maintain a steady income, and
exercise to stay healthy. When we have been Christians for a long time, our daily
devotions can sometimes become mechanical. At times, they may seem like just
another item on our checklist in order to maintain our spiritual health.

Going Deeper

After Jesus finished speaking to the crowd from Simon'’s boat, He said to Simon
Peter, “Put out into deep water, and let down the nets for a catch.” Luke 5:4. Peter
did not hesitate for a second. Even though they had caught nothing beforehand and
had worked hard all night, he chose to obey Jesus simply because Jesus said so.

Jesus often invites us to go deeper in our spiritual lives. Sometimes, like Simon
Peter, we may work hard every day yet feel as though we are chasing after the wind
— everything seems empty and in vain. Jesus invites us to pause in the midst of our
busy schedules and learn to trust Him more deeply. Our frustrations and
disappointments can become catalysts that lead us to turn to God instead of relying
solely on our own efforts.

The act of turning to God and choosing to trust Him is a way of going deeper
iIn our relationship with Him. Are you willing to go deeper with Jesus in your daily
walk with HIm? Some days may seem tedious, unproductive, or ineffective, yet they
may also become the very days we experience His power in the midst of ordinary life.
